This Week’s Readings: 
Day 46 | Sunday | February 15 | Numbers 7:1 – 89 | Consecration of all 
furnishings of the tabernacle; the 12 tribes bring their offerings; 12 things 
of all were brought; Moses heard the voice of the Lord between the wings 
of the two cherubim of the Ark. 
 
Day 47 | Monday | February 16 | Numbers 8:1 – 9:14; Leviticus 1:1 – 3:17 
| Lamp stands; Levites dedicated and consecrated - sin offering - 
purification through washing; Second Passover; burnt offerings; grain 
offerings; fellowship offering;  
 
Day 48 | Tuesday | February 17 | Leviticus 4:1 – 6:30 | Purification 
Offering for unintentionally sin - individuals, people, rulers, anyone else; 
special offenses and sacrifice for that; reparation for other sin; robbery; 
burnt offering; grain offerings; sin sacrifice - break vessels. 
 
Day 49 | Wednesday | February 18 | Leviticus 7:1 – 8:36 | Worship 
instructions - guilt offering, fellowship offering; eat no fat or blood; 
priests - payment, ordination worship service. 
 
Day 50 | Thursday | February 19 | Leviticus 9:1 – 11:47 | Priests of Israel 
begin their work; Sin of priests - Nadah & Abihu; conduct of priests; clean 
and unclean animals - divided hoof and crews crud with some exceptions. 
 
Day 51 | Friday | February 20 | Leviticus 12:1 – 14:32 | Purification and 
healing = after childbirth; skin diseases - rashes, boils, burns, sores, white 
spots, lost hair; contaminated clothing; more skin diseases and cleaning; 
make an offering to God; keeping community pure. 
 
Day 52 | Saturday | February 21 | Leviticus 14:33 – 16:34 | mold and 
unclean house in the land of Canaan; dealing with bodily discharges; 
practice on the Day of Atonement
