In 2019 Mongolia and China are solemnly

marking the 70 years of the establishment

of diplomatioc relations between the two
countries. One of the major undertakings
designed at promoting bilateral cultural
relations within the framework of the
anniversary has been the inauguration on
27 June of a joint exhibition "Kitan - Liao
Dynasty: SELECT KITAN EXHIBITS OF
INNER MONGOLIA OF THE PEOPLE'S
REPUBLIC OF CHINA" by the Museum of
Inner Mongolia of the PRC and the
Mongolian National Museum. The
exhibition, which was opened on 27 June
2019 at the National Museum of Mongolia
will be open to public unto 6 September
this year. The Kitans were nomads with a
common language and origin as the
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Mongols and they started gaining
strength starting in the 9th century to
become one of the biggest empires in
Central Asia in the 10th century.

The Kitans successfully developed both
nomadic and sedentary culture, built
towns and settlements and were
engaged in land farming, and had an
advanced handicraft and iron processing
technology, and rapidly developed trade
and commerce. They were also able to
develop a unique architectural rendition
of building fortresses, towns,
settlements, temples and places of
worship, and rock bridges. The Kitans
had two kinds of big and small scripts
and they were famous for their
literature and travel notes.

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A 2000-year-old ore smelter has been discovered
from Bayandoung, Dornod aimag

25 JUNE, 2019 BAYANDOUNG

An iron ore smelter has been discovered
during an archaeological excavation from
a place called ziun Uliin Adag on the
territory of Bayandoung soum, in Dornod
aimag in the east of Mongolia. There was
a secondary hole next to the smelter,
which had been pulled down. The hole
was used for disposed-of waste from the
smelter and the hole and the smelter had
been connected by a fine narrow
underground passage. This type of iron
smelter appertains to the period of the
Huns or the 2nd-1st centuries BCE. The
archaeological team carrying out
excavation on the territory of Bayandoung
soum in Dornod aimag has discovered an
ancient historical monument called the

Mud Fortress of Shalz Uul. The team is
studying the remains of the main
structure within the walls of the fortress.
The foundational platform of the
structure has been has been made of
arranged fired bricks. The team has also
unearthed a large number of covers, sink
and facade tiles. The building has a door
looking towards the east and a staircase
made of bricks has also been found. The
team has also found a masonry brick
pathway, arranged in a slightly sloping
manner, connecting the main building
with an apparently another structure on
the opposite side. The team is continuing
to work on determining the size and
shape of the foundational platform.
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Asian Buddhist Conference for Peace Marks 50th
Anniversary in Mongolia

21-23 JUNE, 2019 ULAANBAATAR
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The 11th General Assembly of the Asian
Buddhist Conference for Peace (ABCP) was
held in the Mongolian capital Ulaanbaatar
on 21-23 June, with delegates from
Mongolia, as well as Cambodia, India, Nepal,
Russia, South Korea, Sri Lanka, and
Vietnam, with a Tibetan delegation led by
Venerable Thupten Ngodup, the Nechung
Kuten, with representatives from all of the
major Buddhist traditions.

The conference, titled “Buddhist Heritage
and Values in the 21st Century,” marked the
50th anniversary of the ABCP, first
convened under the aspiration of Asian
countries to preserve their cultural heritage
through spreading the teachings of the
Buddha and valuing wisdom and
compassion in ensuring peace.The event
was hosted by Mongolia’s foremost
monastery, Gandan Tegchenling, founded in

1809 by the Gelug school of Vajrayana
Buddhism, and the institutional and cultural
center of Mongolian Buddhism. The
monastery’'s abbot, His Eminence the Khamba
Lama Gabju Choijamts Demberel, is the
highest-ranking Buddhist leader in the
country. He is also president of the Asian
Buddhist Conference for Peace and head of
the Centre of Mongolian Buddhists.Among the
leaders who participated in the conference
was the most senior Buddhist in the Russian
Federation and in the Republic of Buryatia,
the 24th Pandito Khambo Lama Damba
Badmayevich Ayusheev; the head lama of the
Kalmyk people, Telo Tulku Rinpoche, who is
also the honorary representative of the Dalai
Lama for Russia, Mongolia, and the members
of the Commonwealth of Independent States;
and the head lama of the Tuvan people,
Lopsan Chamzy.

The Institute of History and Archaeology of
the Mongolian Academy of Sciences together
with the Peter the Great Museum of
Anthropology and Ethnography (Kunstkamera)
of the Russian Academy of Sciences has
organized a photo exhibition“80 Years of the
Victory of the Khalkhyn Gol Battle,” in St.
Petersburg, Russia on 10 June 2019 within the
framework of the “Mongolian Culture Days.”
